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INFORMATION ON ACOMMODATION SUBSIDY

Academic year 2016/2017
IMPORTANT NOTE: The Application for accommodation subsidy must be sent electronically and is valid for the duration of the study programme

Application deadline: 15.12.2016
Conditions determining eligibility/non-eligibility of applicants
 In accordance with CULS Legal Dispositions on Grants and Subsidies

1. ELIGIBILITY

a) A student is eligible if he/she studies in daily (on campus) form of studies in an accredited BSc, MSc or PhD programme (outgoing students on internships in the Framework of ERASMUS+ are eligible also in distance form of studies). 

b) A student is eligible if he/she submitted an electronic application for accommodation subsidy, together with latest information on bank account number and student ID Ref. No. In case of a change of bank account number in the UIS (university information system), the change must be substantiated with a printed copy from the UIS.
c) A student is eligible, provided he/she does not, or will not, receive accommodation subsidy from other institutions, universities, local or international (assessed in SIMS student data base).
d) In the event that the student studies in several study programmes simultaneously, the eligibility for accommodation is applicable for the initial study programme.

e) A student is eligible if he/she did not exceed his/her standard period of studies (temporal interruption of studies is not taken in to account).
f) A student is eligible if he/she does not have a permanent address in Prague or in the Prague Region (outgoing students in the Framework of Erasmus+ are eligible even if their permanent address is in Prague or Prague Region).

g) International students studying at CULS in the Framework of Erasmus+ for a period of 3 – 12 months, or international exchange students (1 semester or 1 academic year) studying at CULS on the basis of a valid MoU, signed between CULS and the sending University (applicable only in daily form of studies). For practical reasons, eligible students should keep their bank account until the end of the semester/academic year.
2. NON-ELIGIBILITY:

a) A student is not eligible to receive accommodation subsidy during temporary interruption of his/her studies.
b) A student is not eligible to receive accommodation subsidy starting from the date of official termination of student status. (Art. 55, Sect. 1 and Art. 56 of the Act).

c) A student is not eligible if he/she is a graduate of the same or of a subsequent level of studies 

A student is not eligible if he/she is a grant holder in international mobility programmes which have special provisions for accommodation support, i.e. CEEPUS, AKTION, Erasmus Mundus IAMONET-RU, Erasmus Mundus EURASIA 2, Erasmus Mundus CASIA, Governmental Grants holders.
Dispositions for revision of status of non-eligibility:

Applicants, who did not receive accommodation subsidy, in accordance with the above - mentioned criteria, may request a review of their application, electronically or in writing, to Ms Marika Černá, Head of CULS Study Office, cerna@rektorat.czu.cz , within 30 days from last payment of accommodation subsidy. In case that the review is assessed positively for the student, he/she will receive the subsidy at another date.
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
